We have established the UNESCO bioethics Unit of the International Network of Bioethics to train 

potential teachers, students, and paramedical staff to develop upto date syllabus for medical ethics 

education. 

 

On the track record of placement, our students were selected in Indian Administrative Services, 

Indian Police Services, Army Dental Core, UNICEF, UAE, Haryana Health Services, Health 

Reporters in NDTV and other News channels, Corporate Sectors, Universities, Colleges, Clinics, 

Hospitals, many organizations of repute in India and abroad. To strengthen the placement-process, 

the University has a Corporate Resource Center (CRC) manned by a strong team of Corporates. 

 

Apart from experienced and dedicated faculty, and modern infrastructure of well-equipped 

Research Laboratories; SGT University has Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), Incubations 

Center, well-stocked Libraries, auditoria, wi-fi campus, residential facilities for students and 
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employees providing ample facilities through recreational clubs, indoor/outdoor games and 

cultural activities. 

 

In its social role, the University provides health services in its Hospitals at affordable charges. The 

Dental Faculty treated over 15000 patients through 165 free dental camps at rural outreach 

locations. The Nav-Muskaan Cleft Lip and Plate Center of the University provides a 

comprehensive cleft lip and palate treatment. The center also conducted more than 200 surgeries 

successfully, free of cost. 

 

Inspired by Swa-Prarit Adarsh Gram Yojna (SPAGY) launched by the Government of India, the 

SGT University has established the Center for Rural Upliftment for providing free-cost doorstep 

Medical, Civil, Legal, Social, and other similar facilities to make the adopted village Budhera an 

educated, healthy, socially harmonious and a developed village. The University is also providing 

doorstep free-of-cost medical facilities to 50 other nearby villages in Jhajjar District under the 

outreach program. The faculties of Medical and Dental Sciences of the University have also 

adopted Government Schools of Garhi Harsuru, Iqbalpur, Kaliawas, Sultanpur, Ullawas, Sudharna 

of Gurugram villages, and JJ School of Education, Farukh Nagar to provide free health care 

services on regular basis. 

 

Based on the achievements enumerated above, in a short span, we are confident that the university 

shall make a mark for higher accomplishments with more dedicated efforts in the forthcoming 

academic sessions.

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Shree Guru Gobind Singh Tricentenary University was established on 24th January 2013 by the 

Haryana Private Universities Act No. 8 of 2013 to spread the massages of Shree Guru Gobind 

Singh Ji for the upliftment and betterment of mankind that can be best achieved through specialized 

and quality education. The university is founded on the pillars of developing leadership, 

encouraging innovation, and inseminating strong ethics along with its dedication to achieving the 

objectives through academic excellence in all spheres of knowledge. 

 

The university has developed a 60 acres lush Green Campus in NCR at Budhera in the vicinity of 

Gurugram, the emerging commercial and education hub of the country, with modern infrastructure 

and an excellent academic aura. In keeping with its vision and mission, the campus has been 

designed with a great sense of aesthetics to provide an eco-friendly environment and ambiance to 

stimulate the learning process.  

 

In less than five years of its establishment, the university has taken long strides in appointments of

2 Faculties of the University 

 

The university is imparting education for various courses through its following 17 Faculties: 

 

2.1 Faculty of Agricultural Sciences 

 

The Faculty of Agricultural Sciences at SGT University was established in the year 2016. To fulfill 

the increasing demands from continuously squeezing arable land, innovative technologies and 

technical knowhow in the field of agriculture and allied fields; remain the only answer to the 

problem. For tackling issues like declining crop production and productivity, the generation and 

adoption of the latest technologies will come to the rescue of the problem. To achieve the desired 

results, the need of the hour is to train agricultural graduates with the latest knowledge along with 

innovative and modern research experience in agricultural fields. The innovatively generated 

modern technologies applied in the farmers’ field will ultimately help us in achieving the goals. 

Realizing the need for well-trained agricultural graduates and postgraduates in public and private 

sectors and also more and more demand for agricultural produce and processed food, it was 

envisaged to start the undergraduate program. The latest and updated syllabi and curricula as per 

the guidelines and market demand and requirements are prepared. The courses taught in this degree 

equip the graduates to find career opportunities in educational, research, and management fields 

in the public and private sectors. 

 

The Faculty of Agricultural Sciences has recruited meritorious and competent teachers from 

reputed institutes, who leave no stone unturned in using teaching methodologies, attending, and 

satisfying students’ queries. Updated knowledge is imparted to the students. The emphasis is on 

using hands-on training in teaching to transform the students into industry-oriented on completion 

of their degree. Therefore, they are involved in practical programs in the field right from the sowing 

of seeds to the last activity of crop raising. Along with teaching, emphasis is also laid on research 

activities. Three research projects have been handled by the department. A crop-cafeteria has also 

been established for making the students acquainted with various crops.  

 

Besides, nine innovative working projects were displayed and demonstrated in the Techno-fest 

program; popularly known as Synergy. All the projects were keenly observed by the Hon’ble Chief 

Minister of Haryana, Sh.

2.2 Faculty of Allied Health Sciences 

 

Allied Health Professionals are a distinct group of professionals who are important to the medical 

profession as they apply their expertise to cater to the tremendous expansion of the healthcare 

industry. The Faculty of Allied Health Sciences under Shree Guru Gobind Singh Tricentenary 

University started degree and diploma courses in subjects such as Medical Laboratory Technology, 

Operation Theatre Technology, Radio Imaging Technology, and Optometry in 2013. The increase 
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in the number of diseases worldwide and the need for better treatment options and research in these 

fields has paved the way for allied health faculty in a big way and this has led to the introduction 

of job-oriented specialized graduation courses in Medical Laboratory Technology, Operation 

theater technology, Radio Imaging Technology, Optometry Neurophysiology Technology, 

Nutrition and Dietetics, Microbiology and Forensic Science; post-graduate courses in Medical 

Laboratory Technology, Operation Theatre Technology, Radio imaging Technology, Optometry, 

Environmental Science, Nutrition & Dietetics and Forensic Sciences along with Ph. D. courses in 

Environmental Science, Nutrition & Dietetics and Forensic Science. 

 

The courses offered by the Faculty are duly approved by Govt. of Haryana. The Faculty of Allied 

Health Sciences under SGT University has tie-ups with multiple international and national 

organizations of great repute. The Faculty has signed an MoU with Binawan Institute of Health 

Science (BIHS) in Jakarta, Indonesia, and with Fortis Healthcare Limited, New Delhi. 

 

The Faculty has tied up/working collaborations for internships with Paras Hospital (Gurugram), 

Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute (Delhi), Columbia Asia Hospital (Gurugram), Primus Hospital, 

Gurugram, Sharp Eye Center, Delhi and Max Hospital, Gurugram where students from our faculty 

are trained under the supervision of specialized team for corporate placement in addition to their 

in- house training in our 630 bedded hospital. In addition, the students of various courses are sent 

for three to six months of training in various hospitals including Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Delhi, 

Modern Diagnostics Center, Gurugram, SIKIMS, Srinagar, Health Map PGIMS Rohtak, Maharaja 

Agrasen Hospital, Delhi, Dr. Lal Path Lab Bhagat Chandra Hospital Delhi, Civil Hospital, 

Gurugram, Medanta Hospital, Gurugram, etc. All teaching faculty of every department are well 

qualified and experienced in their respective field for the overall grooming of the students. Every 

student of the faculty is assigned a mentor who takes personal care of their development and 

addresses any other issue in their career or even personal life. Further, to make students aware of 

the latest trends in their fields of specialization and to enhance their career opportunities, the 

Faculty of Allied Health Sciences, from time to time, organizes workshops, guest lectures, and 

industry visits for the students in their respective fields of specialization. Active participation of 

students in all kinds of extracurricular activities is encouraged at every level of their education and 

events. 

 

2.3 Faculty of Behavioural Sciences

Psychology was established in the year 2013. In 2017, two more departments are proposed to be 

added under FBS, these are the department of Audiology & Speech Language Pathology. RCI-

approved M. Phil Clinical Psychology course has been introduced in 2017 and other 

graduates/Postgraduate courses are being run under all these departments. Thus students are 

offered an ideal combination of interdisciplinary, professional, and academic excellence. We are 

constantly working towards our mission of delivering quality education and standard professional 

training, both on- and off- the campus. With a renowned, experienced, and trained faculty team, 

the Clinically Psychology department has earned recognition for its participatory style of teaching 
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and experiential learning. We are offering an environment that helps students and faculty both, to 

maximize their potential in academics, research, and innovation; and as excellent Practitioners.  

The faculty collaborates in research, faculty/ students exchange with international universities. The 

department has the latest infrastructure equipped with state-of-the-art lecture rooms, a laboratory 

having experimental and testing facilities, library facilities, and affiliation with OPD/IPD of the 

Psychiatry department. Teaching pedagogy supplemented by interactive programs with renowned 

counselors and clinical Psychologists leads to the holistic development of students. 

 

Careers In Psychology 

 

The demand for trained psychologists in the country as well as abroad is immense. Psychologists 

will be needed in health care services; with the aging population; working with students in schools; 

drug abuse; consulting and managing personal voids, to name a few. Although psychologists may 

compete with other disciplines such as Psychiatry, clinical nursing, social work, and counseling. 

But “ clinical psychologists will continue to be needed to help with the rising health care costs 

associated with unhealthy lifestyles, such as smoking, alcoholism, and obesity, which have made 

prevention and treatment more critical”. (The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, BLS, 2011). BLS 

stated that “Job prospects should be the best for people who have a doctoral degree in clinical, 

counseling or health from a university of repute SGT University is the right platform for this 

purpose. Employment will grow because of increased demand for psychological services in 

schools, hospitals, social service agencies, mental health centers, substance abuse treatment 

clinics, consulting firms, and private companies” this is the case in India too. 

 

2.4 Faculty of Commerce & Management 

 

The Faculty of Commerce and Management (FCAM) commenced its operations in the academic 

session 2013-14 with five professional undergraduate programs including BBA-G, BBA-HA, 

B.Com (Pass), B.Com (H), and integrated BBA, and later in the year 2015. It also started three 

post graduate programs including MBA and MBA-HA. In the same year, the faculty also started a 

doctoral program leading to a Ph.D. degree. It is one of the premier faculties of the university in 

terms of its core competencies. The Faculty has made the mark in strengthening its thrust areas 

like Marketing, Finance, Human Resources, International Business, Accounting, and operations 

with the latest curriculum. With the growing market demand and enrichment of intellectual and 

physical resources of the faculty, it has also been decided to start B.A. (Hons.) – in Economics and 

MA (Economics) from the session 2018-19. Besides a core faculty of twenty-one well-qualified 

full-time faculty members, the faculty enriches the teaching-learning process through practical 

interventions of experienced corporate executives from time to time. The majority of the faculty 

members have Ph.D.-level qualifications and are, therefore, engaged in guiding research and 

undertaking independent research projects. A good number of quality research papers, case studies, 

and chapters in edited books have been contributed by the faculty members. The prime emphasis 

in imparting learning is on real-time learning through student interactive sessions, live projects, 

and case study analysis suitably supported by digital technology.

2.5 Faculty of Dental Sciences 

 

The Faculty of Dental Sciences was started as SGT Dental College, Hospital & Research Institute 

in the year 2002 and became a constituent Faculty of the esteemed SGT University from the 

academic session 2013-14. The Faculty of Dental Sciences, SGT University with its excellent 

infrastructure, state-of-the-art equipment, and experienced, highly qualified faculty has carved a 

niche for itself in the field of Dentistry and is recognized among the top Dental Colleges across 

the country. As a source of dental education, the faculty aims at developing the student’s, three-

dimensional personality by dealing with: 

 

• Continuous pursuit of Knowledge, commitment to excellence & cultivation of moral & 

ethical values 

• General Dentistry at the out-reach-levels to the masses & needy people 

• Basic & Advanced Research related to Oral diseases & Oral health care 

 

Courses Offered: 

• BDS (Bachelor of Dental Surgery) 

• MDS (Master of Dental Surgery) in all the nine specialties 

• Ph.D. in all the nine specialties 

 

The Faculty of Dental Sciences, SGT University provides a very sound platform for the students 

to be academically strong and clinically competent. 

 

Under Graduate Teaching Program (BDS): Before the students enter the clinics to treat patients, 

they are given pre-clinical training including lectures, demonstrations, and complete practical 

training on dummies and phantoms mimicking the human oral cavity. After a strong base, the 

students are given wide exposure to patients in the clinic. The Dental Hospital has an OPD of more 

than 600 patients catering to both rural and Urban populations. Each case is personally supervised 

by a highly qualified and experienced faculty member and every student in the clinics is personally 

guided. The students undertake basic & advanced-level treatment procedures on patients in all nine 

departments. 

 

Post Graduate teaching Program (MDS): The Post Graduate program is designed to produce 

globally acceptable professionals who can choose to be competent clinicians, successful 

entrepreneurs, keen researchers, or astute academicians. The Post graduate sections are fully Air 
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Conditioned and equipped with all state-of-the-art equipment. The institute has various fully 

equipped minor and major Operation Theatres where surgeries are performed daily. The MDS 

Course in line with the Dental Council of India is largely application based and includes Seminars 

Presentations, Journal Club presentations, Clinical Case presentations, Library Dissertations, Main 

dissertations, and training in all advanced treatment procedures. The Post graduates training is at 

par with global standards. Depending upon the specialty, the students are trained in all minor and 

major diagnostic and treatment methods. Eg: advanced diagnostic techniques, full mouth implants, 

sinus lift procedures, lasers, surgical procedures including cleft lip and palate surgery, esthetic 

rhinoplasty, reconstruction surgery, orthognathic surgery, orthognathic surgery, Pediatric 

treatment under conscious sedation, endodontic treatment with a microscope, etc. Lasers and 

Implants are the need of the hour and therefore, the institute has special DIODE units and 

procedures like gingival de-pigmentation, frenectomy, crown lengthening, gingivectomy, etc. can 

be carried out on a day-to-day basis. Single to full mouth implants are done including sinus lift 

procedure, Zygomatic implant, etc. 

 

Each Department lays high-quality stress on Research & Innovation in the field of Dentistry and 

Applied Sciences. Many faculty members are pursing extramural research works in their choice of 

specializations & all faculty, Post graduates & even under- graduates are encouraged to document 

scientific manuscripts in Textbooks, journals, etc. The Departments also organize Continuing 

Dental Education (CDE) Programs, Conferences, Guest lectures, talks, etc. regularly to keep the 

students and faculty updated. The Post graduate students and faculty members win awards and 

accolades at various National and International Conferences and PG Conventions every year. The 

faculty lays a special place for industry tie-ups both at corporate like Nobel Biocare, Colgate 

Palmolive Pvt. Ltd. & government levels in the field of academic training or outreach oral health 

care. 

 

Holistic Development of Students: Besides academics, the students also actively participate in a 

lot of Extra Curricular programs every year including Fresher’s Day, Induction & Orientation 

Programs, Diwali Fest, Holi Fest, Symphonious (Musical Fest), Inter- College cultural & Sports 

fests, etc.

Mentor-Mentee Program 

At SGT University, we run a ‘Mentor-Mentee Program’, under which every student (mentee) 

has a faculty member as his/her mentor. The student can go to the mentor as a first point of 

contact for any advice or assistance on both academic and non-academic matters. 

 

2.6 Faculty of Education 

 

SGT University is constantly working towards its mission of delivering quality education and 

preparing potential intellectuals in several disciplines. Faculty of Education is another feature in 

its cap which offers Teacher Education courses like Bachelor of Education and Master of 

Education. 

 

The Bachelor of Education program comprises three broad interrelated curricular areas- 

 

1. Perspectives in Education which includes courses related to Child Development, 

Contemporary India, Learning and Teaching, Knowledge and Curriculum, etc. These 

courses help the students to develop a deep understanding of the basics of the Teaching 

profession. 

2. Curriculum and Pedagogic Studies help in the development of teaching skills that enable 

one to become an effective teacher. 

3. Practical learning, a part of the course curriculum is a visible strength of the program. Such 

a project enables students in putting their theoretical Knowledge of the discipline into 

practice leading to the holistic development of would-be teachers. 

 

After completing B. Ed. Program students can join the noble profession of teaching in Govt. / 

Private Schools. They can also find placement as Counselors (with MA in Psychology/diploma in 

Guidance and Counseling), Education consultants, and subject/pedagogy experts in both public 

and private sector companies. 

 

The Master of Education (M. Ed.) program is designed to provide opportunities to students who 

want to be Teachers, Educators to extend as well as deepen their knowledge and understanding of 

Education, specializing in select areas and also developing research competencies leading to 

specialization in either Elementary Education or Secondary Education. The students of the M. Ed. 

program can find placements as Teacher Educators in IASEs, DIETs, Directorates of Education, 

Councils of Secondary/Higher Secondary Education, SCERTs, Colleges of Education, and 

University Education Departments. 
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2.7 Faculty of Engineering & Technology 

 

The Faculty of Engineering and Technology (FEAT) was established in the year 2015. FEAT is 

ranked 4th in India by the Times Engineering Survey 2016 conducted by Times of India. FEAT 

comprises four Departments: Civil Engineering (CE), Computer Science Engineering (CSE), 

Electronics and Communication Engineering (ECE), Mechanical Engineering (ME); and offers 

UG (B.Tech), PG (M. Tech.) and Ph.D. programs in all the departments. It also has a Center for 

Languages and Communication to take care of Foreign languages and personality development-

related courses for the students. FEAT has established centers of excellence in collaboration with 

IOS, Oracle, IBM, and SAP to offer industry-ready B. Tech Programs. 

 

FEAT has demonstrated its excellence in research, through a combination of strong academic and 

research activities. Both complement each other and the students at all levels under the able 

guidance of the faculty members maintain this brilliant combination and help the Institute reach 

the Zenith of knowledge and innovation. All the programs of FEAT follow the semester system 

and the curriculum for Teaching & Learning methods involves not only classroom learning but 

also incorporates practical learning through guest lectures, internships, industrial visits, industry-

based projects, and hands-on training by professional trainers.
